Reflection on the Readings
There is another version of this story, not found in English translations, but well attested in

manuscripts, where the responses of the two sons are reversed so that the first one promises to
work for his father in the vineyard but doesn’t. The Pharisees still say the first son did his father’s
will, but now they are saying that it’s more important to say the right thing than to do it! Do
actions really speak louder than words?

Readers at Mass
Individuals can now read at Mass if they wish. You should sanitise your hands before coming
forward, and you can remove your mask to read. Anyone wishing to volunteer should speak to Fr
Dougan.

Trainee Deacon
We are joined this year by Kevin Kirby. Kevin is a parishioner of St Vincent’s, East Kilbride and is
training to be a permanent deacon. He will be on placement this year in our parish. Because
everything is limited, there is only so much he can do at present, but you will see him around, so
please give him a warm welcome.

October Devotions

Facebook Problems
At present, we cannot stream Mass from St Anthony’s via Facebook. It will continue to streamed
on YouTube (CatholicG73); and Masses from St Mark’s will be on YouTube and Facebook.

SCIAF
You may remember that I made a sizeable donation on behalf of the parish to SCIAF of £3,500.
This was at a time when we could not have the collection in person. I will have a collection for
SCIAF throughout October. If more than £3,500 is given, I will pay the surplus to SCIAF. In the

meantime, they are also inviting people to make further online donations at www.sciaf.org.uk. The
government will match any donation up until the end of September.

Special Collection
It is a bit more complicated than usual to have special collections, so the Bishop has decided the
following: there will be one special collection a month that can be given at any time during the
month. You can either place it in a clearly marked envelope and put it with your ordinary
collection; or you can go to the Diocesan website and pay it directly: https://www.rcdom.org.uk/
This month’s collection is for those students training for the priesthood and permanent diaconate.

Mass Booking
Please continue to book Masses in the usual way. All 4 Masses are becoming fully booked, so it is
unlikely there will be a place for people who turn up without a booking. This is not ideal, but is the
best solution.
The weekday Masses do not need to be booked. At present, just over 30 are attending these
Masses.

Fr Parkes
Fr Parkes will be with us until Tuesday. Thereafter, he will take up his new appointment as Parish
Priest of Sacred Heart and St Gerard’s, Bellshill.

Weekday Masses
The opening of our churches for weekday Masses has gone smoothly so far with around 30 people
at these. This means we can continue as we are, without having to book. A continued thank you to
our stewards who make this possible.
This week, we will open the churches for weekday Masses as follows:

Tuesday 7pm — St Anthony’s
Wednesday 10am — St Mark’s
Thursday 10am — St Anthony’s

When you arrive, you will be required to give your name and phone number and to follow the
direction of the stewards. Face-coverings remain the norm.

Please try not to arrive at the last minute!

Please remember that there is still no obligation to attend Mass.

Re-opening for Mass

The restrictions for Sunday Masses are as follows:

e No more than 50 people per Mass
e The contact details of all those attending must be retained by the parish (in order to contact
people in the event of an outbreak)
e Face coverings, sanitising and social distancing still apply
e There must be no singing (not even the priest!)

We therefore are going to have to apply a booking system for Mass. This may seem awkward, but
it is the best way to fulfil our obligations to keep people safe. The obvious drawback is that not
everyone has the internet. It is therefore up to you to support relatives and fellow parishioners in
doing this.

Dear Parents and Carers,
Firstly, I hope you are all well and coping with difficult times for yourselves and your children.

As a parish, like everyone else, we missed the regular face-to-face meetings and Masses that we became so
used to. We did develop our online contact through the website, Facebook, Twitter and our online Masses
via YouTube.

Now that we have the children back at school, it is time to look forward to celebrating some of the things that
had to be postponed earlier in the year. We also can look forward to the year ahead. After having spoken to
our two headteachers, I can give you information on one or two things.

First Reconciliation (Confession)
This was postponed at the last minute. That means that the boys and girls were well prepared, so we can go
ahead quite soon with a little bit of revision. To make this simpler, we will not have a service with families
etc. present. That would have meant waiting until 2021. Instead, I will go into the school on a weekday and
celebrate it with the classes:

e In St Mark’s, for P4 it will be in October, with a date to be fixed;

e In St Anthony’s, the P3 and P4 will celebrate it together on a date/dates to be announced (possibly

November)

It would be ideal to celebrate it as a community celebration as usual. However, we cannot tell what the
restriction will be in the future, and it is important for the boys and girls to celebrate the Sacrament.

First Communion (P53)

I know that in some parishes, this will be celebrated over a number of dates in September / October. However,
my preference is to wait until Spring next year (March or April). My thinking is this:

e The children have not been prepared for the Sacrament yet. This would take at least 6 weeks. This
means we would have to set dates in October/November. You do not need me to tell you what the
weather could be like;

e With present restrictions (no more than 50), we would either have celebrations with small groups of
children and small groups of adults, or larger groups of children and no adults;

e We have along tradition of making a fuss of the children all together. This is not essential, but I would
like to try our best to maintain the traditional first communion day. While I cannot see into the future,
we have a better chance of this happening in Spring;

e Bishop Toal wrote to the priests of Motherwell Diocese advising us not to hurry into this. He also
suggested that there is a risk that a number of celebrations over Autumn could lead to a number of
parties across households as well. Unfortunately, not everyone is careful about following the rules, so
this could lead to a spike caused by First Communion parties

There is no ideal answer to this, and I know that there is no solution that will please everyone. However, I
believe that this will be the best compromise. I will wait until December before setting dates, as we might
have a better sense of where things are going by that point.

First Communion (P4)

We can set dates as usual for May (these will be set in October and announced firstly at parish Masses).
However, we must be aware that things could always change according to the situation with the pandemic at
the time.




Confirmations (P6/P7)
We are awaiting information from the Diocese on this.

In Summanry, I propose the following:

1. First Reconciliation
e In St Mark’s, it will be in October for P4; P3 to be announced;
¢ In St Anthony’s, the P3 and P4 will celebrate it together on a date/dates to be announced (possibly
November).

2. First Communion
e P5sometime in March/April next year. Dates to be announced in December;
e P4 in May next year. Dates to be announced in October.

3. Confirmation
o We will await guidance from the Diocese.

I understand that this is not the perfect solution, and would welcome your thoughts. The
Jinal decision is to be made by me as parish priest, so I would ask you not to direct any
complaints to the school.

If you do contact me, I will be interested to know how you have found the online Masses,
particularly watching them with your children. It will also give me a chance to ask you
what you have done to help your children’s faith grow in this time when they have not been
able to attend church or school. I look forward to hearing your thoughts.

I invite you to continue to pray for the school and the parish in the months ahead.
